Call to Order

Dick Sherron called the meeting of the Human Nutrition Research Committee to order at 8:30 a.m. All attendees were welcomed and asked to introduce themselves. 

The committee reviewed and approved the minutes from the meeting held in San Antonio, Texas, on February 4, 2005.

Review of Nutrition Program Strategies for FY 2006

Dick Sherron reviewed the research priorities that were identified at the February 2005, meeting. He noted that the key drivers in beef nutrition research will focus on beef proteins in building muscle and in weight management, as presented at the 2005 Discovery Symposium by Dr. Wolfe and Dr. Layman, respectively. Additionally, Dick Sherron discussed how this focus on beef proteins will complement the continued research interest in beef lipids.
Research Update
Dick Sherron informed the committee that Sharon Miller has taken new opportunities and is no longer with NCBA. Then he announced that Shalene McNeill will be taking over Sharon’s position, and that she would write a brief review of all ongoing nutrition research which will be distributed to the committee. 

Marge Garrod, a pre-doctoral fellow from UC Davis, presented an update of her research entitled “In vivo enrichment of beef with 14C vitamin B-12 for bioavailability studies in humans”. She also introduced a continuation study entitled, “Use 14C-B12 enriched muscle and liver to assess the bioavailability of B12 from beef in humans”, which has been funded by NCBA-CBB. Jennifer Leheska, a pre-doctoral fellow from Texas Tech University, also gave an update on her research, “Composition of grass-fed beef in the U.S.” Following discussion of this work, Dr. Chris Lamb from the Meat and Livestock Commission in the UK shared results of the European Prospective Investigation into Cancer and Nutrition (EPIC), and presented strategies the UK has used to promote red meat in a healthy diet. 

Dr. Lamb informed that the UK promotes, “Red meat is eaten as part of a balanced diet.” Moreover, they encourage increased consumption of fruits, vegetables and fiber in the diet because EPIC showed that only when meat consumption was combined with a low fiber diet was risk of cancer significantly increased. Questions and discussion followed, during which Dr. Lamb informed that all secondary schools in Great Britain are required to provide three servings of red meat per week. 
Presentation of Draft Authorization Requests for FY 2006
Greg Hilgeman presented the Authorization Requests and led discussion over the four tactics included. The following is each tactic and the requested funding:
· Tactic 1: Nutrition Research Projects -- $1,233,000

· Tactic 2: Discovery Symposium -- $25,000

· Tactic 3: Monitoring Nutrition Research -- $15,000
· Tactic 4: Dissemination of Nutrition Research -- $50,000

There was discussion over scheduling options and ways to advertise the Discovery Symposium in order to increase attendance. Greg Hilgeman shared results from the symposium evaluations which indicated that having the symposium at the winter meetings was well-received. However, the evaluations also indicated the symposium was not well publicized. Al Svajger advised scheduling the symposium around other popular events to increase the attendance. Bo Reagan reminded the committee that the symposium had previously been held in the evening which could be considered again. Dick Sherron recommended that more information about the symposium be distributed to producers, and Greg Hilgeman suggested increasing the promotion of the symposium in the meeting program. It was noted that the 2005 symposium was definitely an improvement over previous years, but there is still work that can be done to make it even more successful.
Bo Reagan discussed methods of dissemination of nutrition information, and explained that the focus of disseminated materials will be enhanced.
Dick Sherron concluded the discussion by informing that the total funding request for FY 2006 is higher than last year which indicates that the members are supportive of nutrition research. Bo Reagan added that other groups within the organization actually suggested increasing nutrition research funding. 

The Authorization Requests for FY 2006 were approved by the committee.
